• FASTING 

• Law binds those from age 18-59 

• One full meal permitted with two smaller meals which together are less than a full meal. No 
food may be taken between meals. 

• Days of fasting are Ash Wednesday, March 2, and Good Friday, April 15. 

• ABSTINENCE FROM MEAT 

• Law binds those age 14 and older 

• Days of Abstinence are Ash Wednesday and all Fridays of Lent
